Fees

Admission Process for 
International Students
In order to apply for admission to Colorado Rocky Mountain School, 
international students must submit the Admission Application (we 
accept the TABS Common Application), school transcript, English 
teacher recommendation, math teacher recommendation, counselor 
recommendation, as well as SSAT and TOEFL test results. All 
candidates must also have an interview with an admission officer. 

Testing

CRMS requires that applicants submit 
one test demonstrating English language 
proficiency. Students can take either the 
Secondary School Admission Test (SSAT) 
or the Test of English as a Foreign Language 
(TOEFL). It is strongly recommended that 

students take both tests. While CRMS does 
not have a minimum score requirement on 
either test, admitted students typically score 
above 70 (out of 120) on the internet-based 
test. Admitted students who wish to place out 
of ESL typically score above 90 (out of 120).

International Student Fee 
(required for all international students)

$1,000
